General wellbeing (all residents 3+)
Feeling satisfied with life and valued by society are  
indicators of a person’s general wellbeing. 

When people do not feel satisfied with life or valued by society, they are less likely to feel healthy, eat well 
or participate in physical activities and are more likely to engage in unhealthy behaviours like smoking. 
Low income and food insecure households are more likely to report lower wellbeing than those from more 
prosperous households.

General health 

Self-rated health is a common, reliable and 
cost-effective predictor of future health, need 
for health care resources and early mortality.
